On the GA in Chiomonte the release of Dog passes was discussed, and it was decided to work out a manual for this.

So – here you will find the way to do it right, as we have two ways of doing it:

MANUAL FOR RELEASING DOG PASSES - - 22.06.2010

1. The old way with FISTC Pass:


The Musher asks for a FISTC Dog Passport in his own Club, and this will have a number registered in the FISTC Board as well as in the Club.

The Passport will be filled in by the Musher with all information asked for in the document, and a Picture of the dog seen from the side and a Picture/Portrait of the Dogs head from the Front. Important is that the Chip number is also in the Document.

This Document and the dog in question have to be presented to a FCI Judge in one of two ways:

a) either on a Dog Show to obtain at least a Price: GOOD or

b) at an arranged meeting where the Judge can evaluate the dog to be in or outside the Standard for that Breed and at “Good” level.

In Case of a) the FISTC Dog Pass and the paper with the description of the dog showing the price at least GOOD has to be shown/sent to  a member of the Board in the Club in question. Then this person has, by his signature crossing part of the picture of the dog, to confirm the Dog Pass. 

In Case b) it is possible to have a Judge and a member of the Board present at a special Arrangement where the Judge can sign the FISTC Dog Pass if he/she finds the dog “in the Standard”, and that the member of the Board at the same time by his Signature crossing part of the Picture will confirm this. 

2. The new way – in the EU Dog Pass.

A Picture showing the dog from the Side can be placed on one of the last Pages in the EU Pass Port (Page 30 or 31) then one of the following ways can be used:

a) Either on a Dog Show to obtain at least a Price: GOOD or

b) At an arranged meeting where the FCI Judge can evaluate the dog to be in or outside the Standard for that Breed 

In Case a) the EU Dog Pass and the paper with the description of the dog showing the price at least GOOD has to be shown/sent to  a member of the Board in the Club in question. Then this person has, by his signature crossing part of the picture of the dog, to confirm the EU Dog Pass. 

In Case b) it is possible to have a Judge and a member of the Board present at a special Arrangement where the Judge can sign the EU Dog Pass if he/she finds the dog “in the Standard”, and that the member of the Board at the same time by his Signature crossing part of the Picture will confirm this. 

In any Case it is very important to have the Chip number in all Documents.

The FISTC General Assembly took the decision that dogs participating in FISTC Championships must not be at a level below the level “Good” in order to make sure that they will be acceptable to all judges in all countries, and as a consequence there will be no fine. 

The 300 € fine should then apply only in case of false documents and will have to be paid by the musher, when this is proved, and no more by the Member club.
