Report of the vice-president/ veterinarian.
This year we were extremely lucky to have so much snow that both our championships could be held. Once again I would like to thank the organisers of St. Ullrich and Krahule for their great work, and congratulate them with the result of these two beautiful races.

As we look back on these races, it is clear that the need for controlling animals and their boxes is still needed. This year, we (Guust and I) made the mistake in trying to be too friendly. In that we have caused a difficult situation. Next year the rules will be applied more strictly to the letter. When something is not in order, sanctions will be carried out immediately, and in severe cases the musher can be send home. 

At the same time I would like to stress that the health of the dogs is the musher’s responsibility as will be the case on the trail. When temperatures are rising, it is not primarily the task of the organisers to stop or shorten the trail, but it is the duty of the musher himself to take the circumstances into account and act in a responsible way, considering the health of his dogs.
This year we conducted the doping tests and I’m happy to say that all tests were negative.

For the future it is my opinion that we as the FISTC should become more active in offering great races to our mushers, and I hope you will find this back in some of the proposals of the board. Beside those proposals, we will be active in contacting new countries and organising new races. It is my hope that already coming year I can bring you some good news about these new contacts.

I wish you all a nice summer, but most of all a great winter with lots of snow, beautiful races and I hope to see you there,
