I was already convinced of the brilliant and perfect presentation in the AGO / FISTC of Paris in June, 2003, Innerkrems place of the MD / LT European Championships and after my visit and participation in March, 2004 in the 2nd Austrian round of the Iron Sled Dog Man Race, my reconnaissance of the plan and a more profound knowledge of organizing people of Innerkrems, it made no more doubt. All these impressions were going to turn out exact lors and after the perfect organization of these MD / LT European Championships from 10 till 13 March 2005.  

That is Bernhard and Beate Moritz with all their staff, chief warrant officer Steiner and his soldiers of the barracks of the alpine hunters of Spittal and Walter Treichl, all were of an efficiency and a perfection without similar. 

The trail were the same for all the categories, with a supplementary circle for the categories A and O in MD and for all the categories LT, on the round of Friday and Saturday.

Excellent preparation and choice of the plan of the track by the Chief warrant officer Steiner and Sepp the expert it dameuse of track, the magnificent plan, with of enormous made uneven, difficult but deserving of a championship of Europe. The winners as well as all the participants were unanimous to recognize that they were one of the most difficult European Championships never organized by the FISTC.

But which beautiful journey, 3 days of competition taking place with a fantastic weather report, and as say it the Austrian "ein wahrhaftes Kaiserwetter".    

Good participation of the member nations, the very good quality and the very good level of the present mushers, in spite of they had been warned of the hardness and the difficulties facing. A single regret, not a single registration in category pulka that it is in MD or in LT.   

Our competition was coupled with a round of the ISDN. The participants in championship LT were of an exceptional level, I am anxious to congratulate them quite particularly because they unlike the competitors MD, they made 3 rounds with the supplementary load, for some about 70 kilos, bravo to all. 

All the winners of the first round, will be the European Champions two days later.

Two particular mentions for two musheuses for their demonstration and determination in their respective category, to name : Isabelle Travadon, very beautiful winner, better absolute times on 3 rounds and European Champion in the queen category, category O in MD as well as quite so beautiful Jana Henychova in LTO, her too as Isabelle with one more comfortable advance on their second.

No incident, in spite of difficulties and vertiginous descents and as usually in the MD and LT European Championships single protest, no problems either at the veterinarian level and at the doping test.

Mushers having participated in these championships can be proud of their performance as well as their dogs, they can also say : Innerkrems, MD and LT European Championships, I was there.

Very nice ceremonies of opening and closing, the whole based around Gasthof Raufner, remarkable evening musher with magnificent atmosphere.

I really want to thank in the name of the FISTC, all the local organizers, the alpine hunters with their officers of the barracks of Spittal and all those who participated and worked on the success of these European Championships, but in particular to Bernhard, Beate, Gothard, Gusti, Barbara and Boro for Gasthof, Chief warrant officer Steiner as well as Walter Treichl without whom these championships would never have been able to take place.

As race director of these championships I was regrettably not able to participate in it, but I assure it you I shall participate in March, 2006 in the 3rd round of the ISDM.  

Long live Innerkrems in Kärnten in Austria.

For the fellow men LT / MD and LT / FISTC of Krahulé in Slovakia, I can assure you there also already that it will be magnificent and magnificent. I went there at the beginning of February, 2005 when I had the occasion to recognize the race with the local organizers Branislav Stany and Peter Zürich, it is very beautiful, the quasi-totality of the trail is in forest with a race relatively little bumped but on the other hand with maximal distances authorized for all the categories.

Encourage your members, your mushers to go there. We expressly fixed the date of these MD / LT European Championships one week after that of sprint European Championships in         St-Ulrich am Pillersee in Austria.
