This season was again a good one with both sprint and middlle distance-longtrail championships beeing held.

In Donovaly the weathergods were very friendly to us, as on thursday during  the vetcheck the wetter was beautifull. During the race the sun disapeared and it started to snow and it did not stop until the end of the race. One thing that could have been Berger was the cooperation between the FISTC and the Slowak vets, so this is something to improve in the future. For the rest there were no remarkeble probléme during the vetcheck. Because of the heaviness of the trail there were some dogs that had to be put in the basket, but no real severe probléme have occured.

Furthermore I am happy to say that there were no positive dopingtests this year . I was also happy to read in a propsal that in the future we may use bloodprobes instead of urinesamples to test, this will také far less time.

In Innerkrems I was able to enjoy the beautifull weather and newborn puppies, because Luckily  there were no problems with the dogs , except for one dog that had a small ound on his foot.
So for next year I wish you enough snow, I will not say much snow, because otherwise we have the risk to end up with as much snow as we had in Donovaly, and good mush
